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Das: Inflation expected
to moderate from Sept

SHIVARAJORA
NewDelhi, 5 September

Reserve Bank of India (RBI)
Governor Shaktikanta Das on
Tuesday said inflationwas expect-

ed to start moderating from September
citing the recent fall in foodprices.

His remarks, during a lecture at the
Delhi School of Economics, come as the
headlineretail inflationnumberbreached
the upper tolerance of 6 per cent in July
and stood at 7.4 per cent, the highest in 15
months. “Seasonality in foodprices isone
thing and this year it was tomatoes.
Thoughvegetableprices arenot expected
toremaininflatedfor long, [we]expect the
inflation to start moderating from this
month forward,”Das said.

Besides, in his address on the ‘Art of
Monetary Policy Making: The Indian
Context’, Das mentioned that, given the
likely short-term nature of the vegetable
price shocks, policy can await the dissipa-
tion of the first-round effects of such
shocks, which may produce short-lived
spikes in headline inflation. “(We) remain
on guard to ensure that second-order
effects in the form of generalisation and
persistence are not allowed to take hold.”

“The frequent incidences of recurring
food price shocks pose a risk to the

anchoringof inflationexpectations,which
hasbeenunderwaysinceSeptember2022.
Wewill remainwatchful of this aswell.”

The governor lauded the role of con-
tinued and timely supply-side interven-
tions, as being undertaken by the
government,whichassumescriticality in
limiting theseverityanddurationof food
price shocks.

During the lecture, the governor said
the monetary policy framework in India
had evolved in linewith developments in
theory and country practices, the chang-
ing nature of the economy, and develop-
ments in financialmarkets.

“Our experience during the inflation-

targeting regime provides some useful
lessonsfortheconductofmonetarypolicy.
First, being proactive and nimble-footed
during a crisis gives one the ability to
respond speedily to fast-paced and over-
whelming developments. Second, policy
measuresshouldbeprudent, targeted,and
calibratedtotheneedsof thehourwithout
being tied down by any existing dogma
or orthodoxy.

Third,monetarypolicyactions—when
needed—should be backed up by appro-
priate regulatory and supervisory mea-
sures, includingmacro-prudential instru-
ments, to reinforce the policy impact and
its credibility,” he said.

Growth in India's dominant
servicessector lostsomesteam
in August as the headline
Purchasing Managers’ Index
(PMI) figure fell to 60.1 from a
13-year-high of 62.3 in July as
sales slowed down amid a
record increase in new export
business, said a survey by S&P
Global onTuesday.

“Total new business
increased for the twenty-fifth
month inarowduringAugust.
Advertising and robust
demand for services were
among the reasons listed for
growth. Although softer than
in July, the overall expansion
in sales was one of the
strongestseenin13years,”said
the credit rating agency.

A reading above 50 in the
survey indicates expansion of
services activity and a figure
below that suggests contrac-
tion.Thesurveypolledaround
400 companies in non-retail
consumer services, transport,
information, communication,
finance, insurance, real estate,
andbusiness services.

It noted that despite a
downturninAugust, the index
indicated one of the strongest
increases in output seen since
mid-2010 as survey respon-
dentsmentionedpositivecon-
sumer appetite, favourable
market conditions and suc-
cessfuleventsas thereasonfor
this growth.

Pollyanna De Lima, eco-
nomics associate director at
S&P Global Market
Intelligence, said that Indian
servicescompaniesachieveda
milestone in August, as they
clocked a record surge in new

export business. Asia Pacific,
Europe,NorthAmericaandthe
MiddleEast contributed to the
upturn.

"This spike in international
demand supported one of the
best sales performances
recordedover thepast13years,
andactedasacatalyst for firms
to expand their workforces as
well as output. Demand
strengthalsofosteredaheight-
enedsenseofoptimismregard-
ingtheoutlook,bodingwell for
economic growth prospects.”

Servicesfirmsgotnewbusi-
ness despite hiking their

charges as the overall rate of
output price inflation quick-
ened inAugust.

"Anecdotal evidence indi-
catedthatrobustdemandcon-
ditions facilitated the passing
on of cost increases to clients.
The overall rate of input price
inflation remained above that
seen for output charges,
despite easing since July.
Monitoredcompaniessuggest-
ed that food, input and labour
costsall roseover thecourseof
August,” the survey said.

The rateof job creationwas
moderate as hiring activity
across India's serviceeconomy
continued to expand halfway
throughthesecondfiscalquar-
ter as survey participants
reportedablendofpermanent
and temporary staff recruit-
ment on both part- and full-
time basis. The survey also
mentionedthat themonitored
companiesfirmlybelievedthat
outputwould grow in the next
12 months as advertising,
demand strength, plans to
price competitively and a
healthy number of client
enquiriesallboostedoptimism
inAugust.
